Outline syllabus: In this module, you will learn about the professional world of 

fiction writing, and the skills required to build a career in the industry. You will be 

required to research the conventions of modern fiction and respond through a range 
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of writing. You will typically be assessed on both your creative outputs and the 

modes of presentation that you develop around these. These requirements mirror 

the expectations of the fiction industry in which the ability to create a range of 

content and write in different registers alongside your creative output is essential to 

success as an author.  

 

You will consider the importance of working to publishers’ commissions and how this 

can be a useful adjunct to an independent creative writing practice and to this end 

students will work on live briefs which embody this idea.  This may involve producing 

both creative content and author-led promotional strategies to support it. 

 

Part 3: Teaching and learning methods

 

Teaching and learning methods: Scheduled learning: Workshops, lectorials and 

seminars are at the core of this module's teaching and learning methods. This allows 

a flexible approach to be taken to combining lecturer input with practical work. This 

flexible approach also enables students to develop the skills necessary to engage 

with different modes of learning. The module may require students to work both 

independently and in small groups on a variety of tasks. 

 

Guidance on work briefs and set reading or tasks will be available either in the 

module handbook, via the module information on UWE online or through any other 

vehicle deemed appropriate by the module/programme leaders. 

 

Independent learning: Independent study may include a variety of tasks such as 

written exercises, assignment preparation, and recommended further reading. It will 

be guided by a clear syllabus outline in the module handbook and preparation 

questions and/or tasks communicated via Blackboard.
