The BSc. Hons Social Work programme aims to prepare you for capable and proficient
practice as newly qualified social workers working in partnership with all ages and service
user groups in all relevant settings. The programme will offer you an academically rigorous,
stimulating experience that provides you with the knowledge, critical understanding,
experience and skills to work creatively and constructively with a diverse range of service
users, carers, other professionals and organisations to enhance well-being and human
rights. You will learn from and with service users and carers, qualified social workers and
other relevant stakeholders and practitioners from other professions.

At level 4, Introducing Relationship-Based Social Work Practice, you will be introduced to
the social work profession and experiences of service users and carers and undertake
modules that give you psychosocial knowledge and relationship skills.

At level 5, Developing Reflective Social Work Practice, you will be developing reflective
practice in your first placement drawing on modules on social work theory and methods of
intervention, and by using skills in reflection through supervision, peer learning and
assessment feedback. You will be undertaking theory and research and law and knowledge
for social work directly building on level 4 modules and in readiness for level 6.

At level 6 Demonstrating Critical Reflective Social Work Practice, you will be developing
critical reflective practice with modules designed to promote your critical thinking for more
complex and specifically social work roles. You will be working in partnership with service
users and carers, groups and communities in building their strengths, responding to risk and
vulnerability by using professional your authority and team working skills.

To support your progression through to critical social work practice, key themes are
introduced, expanded and consolidated across your programme: service user and carer
involvement and working in partnership, interprofessional working, research minded
practice, and theory informed practice.

You will need to complete the programme in full in order to achieve the professional
gualification and meet all the professional requirements, so all modules are compulsory. You
will be qualified to work in all areas of social work practice but at level 6 you can develop
particular interests by choosing a 15-credit specialist module (e.g. working with children,
adults or communities). You will complete 170 days of practice learning and 30 days of skills
development.

A wide range of interactive teaching and learning methods are used to provide you with
opportunities to learn in ways that suit you, and to widen your learning confidence and
repertoire in a supportive and vibrant student community. Your formative and summative
assessments are designed for you to extend as well as demonstrate your learning towards
skills independent research and application in practice.

The programme enables you to:

1) integrate theory and practice and become socially, politically and self-aware practitioners
who are able to exercise autonomous professional judgment, power and authority in
complex situations and work respectfully in partnership with service users and carers

2) meet the requirements of the social work professional regulatory body — Social Work
England to register as a qualified social worker.

3) develop and demonstrate principles of equality and anti-oppressive practice that are
central to its content and educational approach, and you will have opportunities throughout
to explore your own values and become resilient, confident practitioners with strong
professional identities, able to reflect critically on your own performance and professional
development.

4) actively prepare for and draw on the support provided by an Academic Personal Tutor, a
tutor group and, in placement, a practice educator who is a qualified social worker in your
learning journey. You will also learn how to utilize the library services including resources
for study skills, and contribute to the student community and peer learning opportunities.
